The match 
will still be fished as a three day “Species Hunt” and a one day “Specimen Hunt”.  
 
As has been the practice over the last few years we may start the competition on 
Sunday 20 if forecasted weather conditions make it advisable. Other than that the 
matches will be fished from Monday to Thursday. Skippers will be informed at the 
briefing which takes place at Jim Galagher’s bar in Trabolgan on Saturday night at 
2030. 
 
Any skippers new to the area will be provided with a list of safety and common 
fishing marks. Information on species, rules, any current news, as well as results

Launching will take place from the Lower Aghada Tennis Club. Parking is available 
here as well. 
 
The traditional post match “debriefing” will take place each day at Rosie’s Bar 
Lower Aghada.

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Mackerel should be still around at competition time. 
There is plenty of worm in the locality. 
Rag can be dug near the tennis courts, in front of Rosie’s bar and across the 
estuary at East Ferry. 
Lug can be dug at Garryvoe or one can take the longer spin to Sandy Cove near 
Kinsale. Black Lug are not readily available in the area. 
Cockles and Mussels are in abundance. 
Crab can be picked from the shoreline. In many areas tyres are in place. These 
are generally being picked at all times by the owners. (Best not to pick). Contact 
Jim if you need to organise crab locally. 
In all cases it is advisable to get local advice on where to get your bait.

Boats 
fishing in eastern areas may pick up on channel 83. All skippers are expected to 
maintain a dual watch on channels 6 & 16.

Conservation Notes:  
1:Anglers are requested to make every effort to keep fish alive for return to the water after weigh-in. 
2:Blonde Ray: The population of Blonde Rays are very loaclised. They are only to be found on or 
around the Turbot Bank. In the interest of conservation Blonde Rays will not be brought to the scales. 
Blonde Rays must be verified by another boat and returned alive immediately. 
3:Only two Bass per angler may be kept in any 24HR period. (Law). 
4: Only one (1) Gilthead Bream may be landed over the 3 days of the species hunt.

Plan A:  Bass, Cod, Ling, Pollack, Plaice, Whiting. 
Plan B:  Bass, Conger, Dab, Flounder, LSD, Plaice.

Prizes are awarded for: 
 

·  Overall 1st to 10th at least. 
 

·  Each day of the species hunt: 
1st Most species  
2nd Most species 
3rd  Most species 

  
·  Over the 3 days of the species hunt: 

 
·  Best of each of 10 nominated species (highlighted in grey on the 

species list) 
 

Optional Pool - €20.00 per boat  
·  Fish drawn at briefing – Prize awarded for best over the species 

hunt. 
·  Funds are split:    50% - Winning boat – 50% - RNLI 

 
The Specimen Hunt: 
 
Prizes are awarded for: 
 

·  1st Heaviest of each of six nominated species 
·  2nd Heaviest of each of six nominated species 

 
·  Best combination of the six nominated species 
·  2nd best combination of the six nominated species 

 
 
There are also prizes for: 
 

·  Best bass of the festival (4 days) 
·  Best Specimen of the festival (4days) 

 
Boats will also compete for: 
 

·  Free house in Trabolgan next year 
·  A weekend at the Bella Vista Hotel including boat hire. 
·  Years subscription to Irish Angler magazine.
